Farm Crime
Scrap metal continues to bring a good price and as a result “rogues” from 
town are  visiting farms more regularly asking for scrap.  Farmers must 
continue to be vigilant at all times and report any suspicious behaviour of 
such visitors.
Diesel thefts have become prevalent over the last 6 months, farms, 
businesses and one school becoming targets for repeat thefts of substantial 
amounts of diesel from their insecure tanks.  One such farm has been the 
victim of crime no fewer than 6 times in the last 2 years.  Farmers must 
become more security conscious, one local farm that has improved its 
security can boast a sudden decrease in criminal activity at their farm. 
Farm security will save money, do you want to worry about replacing 
stolen items or increased insurance premiums?
Earlier in the year there were two substantial thefts of heavy/bulky items 
from open fields around the Wray area.  The first being a heavy industrial 
woodcutter device and the second being a sheep dividing unit.  Nothing 
was seen or heard from either incident and have both remained 
undetected.
